... by shortening the words to capitals, the title associates with computerprogramming. Putting that
many lines together assumes some kind of a system behind it, like the information technology works
with huge serial numbers and calculations. In this case however, it refers to art as a system to
materialize a human thought (idea), not computerized, but made by my own hands.

This also criticises the idea of conceptual artists like Sol Lewit (who died a few weeks ago, and who I
admired) who put the idea above the materialization of the idea. For me the materialization of the idea
Is of vital importance to communicate as an artist. Materialization reveals the fact that we are bound to
the fysical reality and caught in it at the same time. After al|, without physical reality we are free, but
dead as well! Struggling with the impossibility of bringing an idea to full fysical reality is all we can do.
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
